Article 10
Confidentiality

By virtue of this Contract, the parties may have access to information that is considered confidential to the other party (“Confidential Information”). Confidential Information includes the terms and pricing as set out in this Contract, information, data sheets, benchmark tests, specifications, and any other proprietary information clearly marked or identified at the time of disclosure as "confidential information" or information which can reasonably be assumed to be confidential without being explicitly marked as such.

Confidential Information does not include information which: 

a. is or becomes publicly available through no act or omission of the receiving party, 

b. is developed independently without violation of this article, 

c. is obtained from a third party without restrictions on disclosure, or 

d. is required to be disclosed by applicable law, order of a court or other governmental entity.
Each party agrees to hold the other party’s Confidential Information in confidence for a period of five (5) years from the date of disclosure. Confidential Information of the other party will be used solely for the purpose of this Contract and will not be directly or indirectly disclosed, by action or omission, to any third party without the other party's prior written consent. Each party agrees to exercise due care in protecting the Confidential Information from unauthorised use and disclosure.
Article 11
Protection of Personal Data
